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SAFE ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICATION
The purpose of this policy is to provide guidelines to nurses to ensure the protection of patients against medication errors.
i. All registered nurses should familiarise themselves with the Nursing and Midwifery Councils ‘Standards for Medicines Management’
ii. All registered nurses should read and understand the policies and procedures of every service user of Go Tec, where they are assigned to work

iii. Registered nurses should not administer any medication if they are at all uncertain of the drug to be administered.

iv. All medications that are not properly prescribed should not be given and should be reported to the medical practitioner to make the prescription complete and legal.
v. All IV drugs and controlled drugs should be checked by 2 registered nurses at all times.

vi. All registered nurses should ensure that they know the policy and procedure of disposing of medications that are not taken or given to patients.

vii. All registered nurses are responsible for updating their knowledge on drugs that they are not familiar with or are new out on the market.

viii. Unqualified staff must not administer or supply any medication without direct supervision from a qualified nurse.
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
