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CHILD PROTECTION

The purpose of this policy is to inform all temporary workers, internal staff and service user’s of Go Tec Nursing’s commitment to child protection and welfare.

Go Tec Nursing makes provision for children and young people to ensure that:-

(i) The welfare of the child adopts paramount importance.
(ii) All children whatever their culture, disability, gender, age, racial origin and religious beliefs have equal and absolute protection from any form of abuse.
(iii) Any allegations or even mild suspicions of abuse will be treated extremely seriously by Go Tec Nursing and action will be taken expediently and decisively prior to further enquiry.
(iv) Any concerns that temporary workers may have with regard to possible cases of abuse should be reported to Go Tec Nursing immediately. In the event of this concern occurring whilst on assignment, the temporary worker should also, where possible, report this abuse to the highest available authority on site (provided that they are not directly involved). 

Go Tec nursing also has a policy to promote good practice.

Child abuse is a particularly emotive issue but Go Tec Nursing requests that its managers, staff and temporary workers do not allow emotive feelings with the need to analyze such situations both accurately and sensitively.

In order to ensure that Go Tec Nursing takes every precaution to ensure that individuals who might harm young people do not register with us we have the following procedures in place:

1. All temporary workers will be subject to an interview with a registered nurse.
2. An enhanced CRB disclosure is required from all prospective temporary workers.
3. Two written references are required from all prospective temporary workers. If they are going to be working with children one of their references should be specifically aimed at confirming their suitability for this.
